History as She Accepts 

Democratic Nomination

Chicago, IL– Day three of 

the Democratic National 

Convention continued the 

fervor that has electrified the 

Windy City all week. 

Following a stirring per-

formance of his hit song 

“Higher Ground,” Motown 

legend Stevie Wonder capti-

vated the audience at the 

United Center in a spectacle 

of energy and emotion. The 

momentum carried through 

the evening with an equally 

moving tribute from super-

star John Legend, who hon-

ored the late Prince with 

“Let’s Go Crazy” and paid 

homage to Minnesota 

Governor Tim Walz. 

The night’s highlight was 

Democratic vice presidential 

nominee Tim Walz, who 

took the stage to deliver a 

speech that resonated deeply 

with the packed arena. In 

addressing his largest audi-

ence, Walz framed the elec-

tion as a battle for the true 

meaning of “freedom,” con-

trasting the Democratic 

vision with what he charac-

terized as the Republican 

Party’s dangerous agenda. 

“When Republicans use 

the word’ freedom,’ they 

mean that the government 

should be free to invade 

your doctor’s office, corpo-

rations free to pollute your  
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On Thursday night, Vice 

President Kamala Harris for-

mally accepted the 

Democratic nomination for 

president in a week filled 

with celebration, reflection, 

and a sense of history in the 

making. Following in the 

trailblazing footsteps of 

Shirley Chisholm, who ran 

for president 52 years ago, 

Harris became the first 

Black woman to receive a 

major political party’s nomi-

nation for president while 

speaking to a packed house 

at the United Center in 

Chicago.

But I’m no stranger 

to unlikely journeys,” Harris 

told the enthusiastic crowd, 

which greeted her with a 

standing ovation. She 

reflected on her late mother, 

Shyamala Harris, sharing a 

poignant story that resonated 

deeply. “My mother was 19 

when she crossed the world 

alone, traveling from India 

to California with an 

unshakeable dream to be the 

scientist who would cure 

breast cancer. I miss her 

every day, especially now. 

And I know she’s looking 

down tonight and smiling.”

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hope, plans and joy. It was 

an all-inclusive and diverse 

convention. The DNC was 

about our America and our 

long-held values. 

The eclectic blend of 

speakers was a rallying cry 

for everyone to get 

involved. The gravity and 

significance of this election 

were highlighted by every 

speaker and performer.

Instructions Regarding Various  

Groups in the Church 
I Timothy 5:1-25

At the outset of our lesson, many of us 

contend that there is a vital distinction 

between worship and service. We think 

that worship is only when we present our-

selves publicly in our churches; moreover, 

we conclude that our presence on Sundays 

only serves as the basis of worship. 

Whereas it is highly noble that we worship 

corporately (Hebrews 10:25); however, 

our whole life should be dedicated to the 

desired end that God would be glorified, 

regardless of wherever we are. Even in our 

secular affairs, we should be serving God, 

for true worship of God truly inspires serv-

ice. Genuine service to others is a true 

reflection of our worship of God. 

I Timothy 5:1-25 may be outlined as 

follows:  I. Service In Relation to Human 

Relationships - I Timothy 5:1-2; II. 

Service In Relation to Widows -                                 

I Timothy 5:3-16; III. Service In Relation 

to Elders - I Timothy 5: 17-25. 

 

III. Service In Relation to Elders - I 

Timothy 5: 17-25 

Paul now points his attention to 

addressing the Elders, for he had already 

referred to them as “Bishops” in Chapter 

3. These men are to be rewarded for their 

devotedness to preaching and teaching the 

word (verse 17). The Elders should be 

rewarded liberally for their labor of 

preaching and teaching the word (verse 

18). Ample compensation should not be an 

issue with one who is faithful in his main 

ministry of presenting the word! Using the 

example of the Old Testament 

(Deuteronomy 25: 4), just as the beast of 

burden (an ox) is rewarded for its’ labor, so 

the faithful servant of God should be com-

pensated generously for his labor (verse 

18). In an area in which an accusation is to 

made against a leader, Paul cautions 

Timothy to receive an accusation only on 

the witness of two or three (verse 19 ).  

For an accusation to be valid in the Old 

Testament there must be two or more wit-

nesses. Where there was persistent sin 

involved with a leader, Paul said to 

Timothy- “them that sin rebuke before 

all.”  A persistent sinning Elder should be 

approached by these witnesses privately. 

But, if that doesn’t work, then he should 

be dealt with publicly. But, in any 

approach, do it in the spirit of love, and 

consider how vulnerable you might be in 

falling in a questionable offence 

(Galatians 6:1). This public censure of one 

leader will cause other leaders to be more 

aware of the severe consequences thereof! 

(verse 20).  

In verses 21-22, Timothy was admon-

ished by Paul not to be partial in his deal-

ings with others. Timothy had a grave 

responsibility to carry out these instruc-

tions with equity before God and the heav-

enly witnesses. He must be led properly as 

he chooses church leaders, for he is not to 

hastily endorse any man. He is not to 

choose a church official hastily because 

the man he chooses life of sin would be the 

responsibility of Timothy’s own act of 

choosing him. Timothy is finally cau-

tioned by Paul to - “Keep” thyself pure.” 

Again, Timothy must stay on guard to 

make acceptable appointments as he 

chooses leaders. 

In verse 23, this verse has been the cen-

ter of ominous or bad interpretation.  Paul 

is not urging Timothy to take care of his 

body by encouraging him to drink beer, 

wine or liquor.  The wine that Paul pre-

scribed would help Timothy’s stomach; it 

was medicine, not a social beverage.  

Some had suggested that Timothy’s prob-

lem stemmed from the problems in the 

Ephesian church that caused Timothy to 

have ulcers. 

In verse 24-25, all believers are heading 

toward judgment carrying with them either 

their sins or good work.  Their sins and 

good works go before them and are obvi-

ous to others.  For some, their sins and 

good works are not obvious, Paul is stress-

ing the difficulty in choosing qualified 

candidates for ordination; thus, Paul is 

warning against rushing to ordain some-

one.

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Convention served as both a 

celebration of Harris’s his-

toric nomination and a point-

ed critique of the dangers 

posed by a potential second 

term for the twice 

impeached and 34 times 

convicted former President 

Donald Trump. 

Congressman Jason Crow 

delivered a stark warning 

about Trump’s Project 2025, 

outlining its potential to 

compromise national securi-

ty, alienate allies, and dis-

mantle critical benefits for 

veterans. “Real strength and 

security come from our peo-

ple and our allies. Donald 

Trump’s Project 2025 would 

abandon our troops, our vet-

erans, our allies, and our 

principles,” Crow empha-

sized, urging voters to 

choose Harris as the leader 

who will stand by America’s 

service members. The 

evening also brought atten-

tion to the enduring scars of 

racial injustice as four mem-

bers of the Central Park 

Five, introduced by Rev. Al 

Sharpton, took the stage to 

recount their wrongful con-

victions and the role Trump 

played in their suffering. 

“He spent $85,000 on a full-

page ad in the New York 

Times calling for our execu-

tion. We were innocent kids. 

But we served a total of 41 

years in prison,” said Korey 

Wise. Yusef Salaam, now a 

New York City council 

member, added, “45 wanted 

us unalive. That man thinks 

that hate is the animating 

force in America. It is not.” 

Sen. Elizabeth Warren 

also addressed the conven-

tion, delivering a scathing 

critique of Trump’s econom-

ic record and his disregard 

for the struggles of ordinary 

Americans. “Donald Trump, 

the felon, has no plan to 

lower costs for families. He 

doesn’t know how, and basi-

cally, he doesn’t really care,” 

Warren said, praising Harris 

for her efforts to combat 

price gouging and protect 

consumers during crises like 

the California wildfires and 

the COVID-19 pandemic. 

“You know what I love best 

about Kamala Harris? 

Kamala Harris can’t be 

bought, and she can’t be 

bossed around,” Warren 

declared to cheers from the 

crowd. Former Secretary of 

Housing and Urban 

Development Marcia Fudge 

highlighted Harris’s lifelong 

commitment to housing 

rights, contrasting her lead-

ership with Trump’s failed 

policies. “Kamala Harris has 

fought to protect homeown-

ers and renters her entire 

career,” Fudge stated, urging 

voters to support a candidate 

who believes housing is a 

human right. 

Rep. Elissa Slotkin, a 

Senate candidate in 

Michigan, added her voice, 

drawing on her extensive 

national security experience 

to warn against a second 

Trump term. “The choice in 

November is stark. America 

retreating from the world, or 

leading the world,” Slotkin 

said. The convention also 

featured a lineup of high-

profile celebrities who 

voiced their support for the 

Harris-Walz ticket. 

Charlamagne Tha God, 

Dave Chappelle, and Tiffany 

Haddish attended, while 

actresses Eva Longoria and 

Kerry Washington delivered 

passionate speeches. 

Comedian D.L. Hughley 

added his voice to the call 

for unity and action. The 

night’s entertainment peaked 

with a performance by 

superstar Pink, who was 

joined onstage by her daugh-

ter, Willow, for the singer’s 

hit, “What About Us.” 

Yet the night belonged to 

Harris, who closed the con-

vention with a powerful call 

to action. “With this elec-

tion, our nation has a pre-

cious, fleeting opportunity to 

move past the bitterness, 

cynicism, and divisive bat-

tles of the past,” Harris pro-

claimed. “I know there are 

people of various political 

views watching tonight. And 

I want you to know I prom-

ise to be a president for all 

Americans. I will be a presi-

dent who unites us around 

our highest aspirations. A 

president who leads—and 

listens.” As Harris left the 

stage for a standing ovation, 

it was clear that her nomina-

tion had energized the 

Democratic base and set the 

stage for a deeply conse-

quential election. “We know 

what a second Trump term 

would look like. It’s all laid 

out in ‘Project 2025,’” she 

warned. “But the conse-

quences of putting Donald 

Trump back in the White 

House are extremely seri-

ous.” 
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air and water, and banks 

free to take advantage of 

customers,” Walz declared, 

drawing thunderous 

applause. “But when we 

Democrats talk about free-

dom, we mean the freedom 

to make your own health 

care decisions, your kids’ 

freedom to go to school 

without worrying about 

being shot.” 

Walz drew on his life 

experiences as a teacher, 

football coach, veteran, and 

gun owner, vividly depict-

ing his journey from a 

small town in Minnesota to 

the national stage. His 

entrance, set to the tune of 

John Mellencamp’s “Small 

Town,” was met with 

waves of applause as signs 

reading “Coach Walz” 

were distributed through-

out the arena. 

Reflecting on his modest 

upbringing and the loss of 

his father at a young age, 

Walz spoke about relying 

on Social Security survivor 

benefits and the GI Bill, 

experiences that shaped his 

values and commitment to 

public service. “Growing 

up in a small town like that, 

you learn how to take care 

of each other,” he said, 

emphasizing his grassroots 

approach to politics. He 

also highlighted his record 

as Minnesota’s governor, 

where Democrats have 

enacted significant reforms 

over the last two years, 

including gun safety laws, 

free school lunches, and 

paid family leave. 

“Other states were ban-

ning books from their 

schools; we were banishing 

hunger from ours,” Walz 

remarked, drawing a clear 

line between his policies 

and those of Republican-

led states. He also defended 

Minnesota’s stance on 

reproductive rights, noting 

that “in Minnesota, we 

respect our neighbors and 

the personal choices they 

make. Even if we wouldn’t 

make those same choices 

for ourselves, we’ve got a 

golden rule: Mind your 

own damn business.” 

Walz did not shy away 

from addressing the right-

wing Project 2025 plan, a 

central theme in the Harris-

Walz campaign. He called 

the plan “weird,” “wrong,” 

and “dangerous,” warning 

of its potential harm to 

American communities. 

The night’s program, “A 

Fight for Our Freedoms,” 

showcased the Democratic 

Party’s commitment to 

defending personal liber-

ties and promoting social 

justice. 

Throughout the evening, 

the convention spotlighted 

issues such as abortion 

rights, LGBTQ+ rights, 

and immigration. The pro-

gram featured powerful 

speeches from activists and 

Democratic leaders, 

including former President 

Bill Clinton, former House 

Speaker Nancy Pelosi, and 

House Minority Leader 

Hakeem Jeffries. Rising 

stars like Pennsylvania 

Governor Josh Shapiro, 

Maryland Governor Wes 

Moore, and Transportation 

Secretary Pete Buttigieg 

also took the stage, high-

lighting the party’s diverse 

and dynamic future. 

Oprah Winfrey deliv-

ered a speech that ignited 

the crowd, countering 

GOP vice-presidential 

nominee JD Vance’s con-

troversial remarks about 

“childless cat ladies.” 

Winfrey passionately 

endorsed Harris, framing 

her as the candidate of 

“inclusion over retribu-

tion.” She vowed that 

under a Harris-Walz 

administration, “We won’t 

be set back, pushed back, 

bullied back; we’re not 

going back.” 

Beyond the main event, 

Democratic Reps.
